Approval of last meeting’s minutes: Motion made by Lindsey, 2nd by Alexis – motion carried with amendment as follows: Lori Taylor should be listed as Chapter Historian

rather than general member.

Advisor/Officer Reports: 
Janet Cites – President: Over the winter break, she has been doing preliminary work on information to present a bid for the Regional Summer Conference at the Spring Conference in March.  A sign-up sheet was passed for volunteers to help put the bid together.  She also worked on the Hallmark essays.  The winter break was short this year so lots of activities were vying for her attention.
Lindsey Hoogkamer – Vice President: She is also worked on the Hallmark essay requirements.
Alicia Parnel – Communications Officer: Alicia actually had some preliminary work done on her part of the Hallmark essays – Way to go Alicia!
Polly MacKenzie – Recording Secretary: As with Janet, holiday activities have encroached on time to be spent on the Hallmark essays.  
Lee Lininger –  Financial Officer: Absent.  Janet reported that Lee will be unable to attend meetings due to his class schedule.  She will get any pertinent information from him to pass along to the Chapter.
Dr. Jody Peterson – Regional Coordinator/Chapter Advisor: Smiled knowingly at those members who now have lots to do regarding writing, planning, and implementation of projects in the works. 
Old Business:
Kiva Service Project Committee report:  Due to scheduling conflicts, committee members Alicia and Alexis have had contact only through email.  They have divided up prospective loan candidates to research and present for approval at the next meeting on January 18th.  Janet gave a brief overview of what Kiva was and how to access their website for those members who had questions. 
2008 Summer Conference Committee report: Lori did get some information from a local motel as to their rates for lodging during the conference.  Much was put on hold due to the flood and time needed for local businesses to recover from damage sustained.  Lori will do more research on lodging and present a typed report at the January 18th meeting.  The completed bid and presentation material will be given at the Spring Conference.  A sign-up sheet was sent around for volunteers who are interested in helping the process along.
Pop Tabs: It seems that many members and minions are still collecting tabs to be turned in at the Spring Conference.  Heather reported that we need not count the actual number of tabs as they are weighed for “credit”.  Dr. Peterson asked for 2 or 3 two-liter pop bottles to accommodate the booty.  Tami graciously agreed to provide the needed carriers.  Any tabs collected need to be dropped off in Dr. Peterson’s office by Thursday, March 6th.  They will be taken to the Spring Conference, March 7th-9th.
Fundraisers:
Smencils: At this time; we have approximately 5 buckets available for sale: this includes 3-full buckets in Janet’s office, most of a bucket in Dr. Peterson’s office, 20 being held each by Lindsey & Polly, and a few extras available in the Student Programs Office (Shelley Bannish’s domain).  Janet suggested that they be taken to Spring Conference; she took some to the Rocky Mtn. Leadership Conference where they were a big hit.  These are a novelty item currently only available through our Chapter.  We agreed to holding off the order of any more until we can sell what we have.  
Ozark Delight Lollipops: Currently, there is less than one bag available in Dr. Peterson’s office (and a few in Shelley’s office).  It was agreed to order 4 more boxes – 480 items in each box (total of 1920 pops) at a cost of $240/box (total cost of $920, plus s/h).  Watch out for Tami when they come in – she sold over 2 bags from this last batch by herself!  Perhaps a goal to beat by the rest of us?
Silicon Bracelets: Janet got a great deal on several packages of this item.  Since they are still a “hot” item, we can offer them for an additional fundraising item @ $1.  They are blank, but Dr. Ruby may have the capacity to stamp something on them if we are willing and purchasers ask for it.  More on this at our next meeting.
Rubber Duckies: Janet will be ordering more ducks by Wednesday, January 9th.
Regional project Ecophones: Although not brought up officially at the meeting, a reminder from the Chapter Secretary to collect items for recycling.  If you need more information on this, get in touch with Dr. Peterson, Heather Rhoades (Regional Communications Officer), or one of the Chapter Officers.
New Business: 
President’s Scholarship Performance: This is an opportunity for 4-6 volunteers to assist at this event: we will be needed to take tickets/pass out programs at the doors in Corbet Theater, and/or assist with seating or refreshment serving

(if provided).  The event is on Saturday, January 26th with volunteers need from 6:00-9:30pm.  White shirt and dark skirt/pants (black or blue) is the usual attire.  A sign- up sheet was passed for interested volunteers.  As for a possible fundraiser, we could also provide a “coat check” service with a tips cup.  Dr. Ruby has a rack for such a purpose, and Polly might be able to provide another; she will get with Dr. Ruby about the details and report back next meeting.

Club Fair: This event is in February (exact date by next meeting).  Do we wish to participate with a fundraiser in a Valentine’s Day theme?  Suggestions included: a movie and popcorn basket; dinner and a movie at the Olympic Club; selling Valentine’s Day pops.  Motion to table discussion was made by Lori/2nd by Heather.

For the Good of the Order (announcements/other): 
A special meeting will be held on Friday, January 11th to proofread Hallmark essays.  Anyone interested in participating will need to meet at Dr. Peterson’s office (Kemp 114).
