Approval of last meeting’s minutes: Motion made by Tami, 2nd by Lori to table this matter 
until our next meeting as minutes were not produced – motion carried 
Advisor/Officer Reports: 
Janet Cites – President: She has received the order of lollipops; they are available to sell 
by any who wishes to.  Pops are packaged in bags of sixty @ a value of $30– they must be checked out with a signature and are selling at $.50ea.  With the order came the long-awaited lollypop tree which holds 1 bag.  Janet was on hand at the President’s Scholarship Performance and is continuing to work on presentation for Summer Conference bid.

Lee Lininger –  Financial Officer: Absent.  President gave a verbal report: currently, our account balance is approximately $3,700.  
Heather Rhoades – Regional Communications Officer: She is putting together an article on the flood of last December for the Regional newsletter.  She would welcome any photos that any members might have to along with the article.  If you can help, please contact her within the next couple of weeks. 

Old Business: 
Kiva Service Project Committee report:  Info fliers were passed around about the prospective recipients who we might like to assist; two were selected to receive $25 ea.  The question arose as to whether a separate account needed to be set up for the funds, but Heather indicated that it would be more trouble that it was worth.  We will take any funds from our general account and note it accordingly.   If all goes well, we may select two more candidates in the spring.
(Addendum: in later discussion with Shelley, it was discovered that it would indeed be necessary to set up a separate account, and this process has been taken care of by Dr. Peterson) 
2008 Summer Conference Committee report: An unofficial meeting was held at Janet’s house on January 20th where ideas were exchanged as to what we might want to do about food, entertainment, and assorted goodies to be given at the conference.  We have yet to finalize a cost for the registration package, but should have a number within the next few weeks.  The tentative date for the conference is the first weekend in August. Lindsey is looking into entertainment possibilities through her SAAT contacts; Don Frey has offered to help with pictures of the campus; and Shelley Bannish said she would lend a hand if needed.  We are on schedule to send in the bid by the end of the month. 
Any pop tabs that have been collected need to be turned in to Dr. Peterson by 1:00pm, March 6th for transport to Spring Conference. 
Fundraisers:

Lollipops: They are here!  Grab some and start selling that sugar high – finals are just around the corner and it’s never too early to start the studying jags (you can use this for selling purposes if you want too).  See Janet for your supply.
Smencils: We still have roughly 4 1/2 buckets left.  They will be taken to Spring Conference for sale at the mini-market place.  Anyone who might still have any out, please turn them in for transport to Vancouver.

Club Fair: A big OOPS from all.  It seems that our table was not set up or manned/personed for the fair.  It is advisable that we all keep in mind the dates we have agreed to volunteer at an event.  But a gentle reminder would also be helpful for some of us with a lot on our plates.
New Business: 
After much discussion by the officer team, it was decided that we will not be entering in any of the Hallmark essay contests.  It is understood that the consequences of this decision will result in the chapter’s status being lowered from a 5 Star to a 3 Star level.  The officer team is willing to take the responsibility for any adverse effects that may come, but do be assured that the officers will not leave their positions without providing the information needed to raise our chapter back up under next year’s leadership.

It has also been decided that we will send Lindsey and Alicia, and possibly Lori and Alexis, to Spring Conference to represent our chapter; they will also do fundraising in addition to any other fellowship opportunities that are available.  Please let it be noted that Janet has appointed Lindsey at our voting delegate for any Regional decisions.  Heather and David Peterson* will also attend to vie for Regional officer positions – Dr. Peterson will be representing the Regional board as Coordinator and as advisor for our chapter.

As for International Conference in Philadelphia in early April, we will send Dr. Peterson, Heather & David*, and Lindsey, with Alicia, Lee and  Lori Taylor as alternates should any of other three members not be able to attend.

This decision was adopted by a motion to send 3 chapter members to the International Conference: initiated by Heather/2nd by Lindsey.  

Funding is an issue in all the above mentioned travel plans, so please help by any fundraising you can accomplish by the end of February when plane tickets and registration for International need to be purchased.

Valentine’s Day: A sign up sheet was passed around for volunteers to man/person a table at this event.  We will be selling lollipops, ducks, Smencils, and rubber/plastic bracelets.  From Dr. Ruby we can borrow stamp pads with permanent ink and stamps to design the bracelets if anyone requests it.  Janet was also directed to purchase 2pkgs (roughly 40 total) of pressed foam hearts that our lollies can be inserted into for a special gift; lollies alone are $.50 w/heart $1.00.

For the Good of the Order (announcements/other): 
We received hearty thanks for our assistance at the President’s Scholarship Performance, and an invitation was extended to help out at the Charlie Albright Concert to be held on March 28th – more information to come.
