Advisor/Officer Reports:

Alicia Parnell – Chapter Communications Officer, gave reports for both Lindsey Hoogkamer (Chapter Vice-President) and herself on the International Convention

held in Philadelphia just three weeks ago.  Both ladies had a hectic but fun time attending workshops, dinners, sightseeing, and the exhilaration of travel.  Lindsey focused on an enhanced membership workshop that is modeled after the Chapter rankings: this would include the opportunity for Chapter members to achieve more recognition within their own organization.  Alicia went to a workshop on Hallmark essay writing that could assist next year’s officers in achieving a 5 Star Chapter rating.  Dr. Peterson added that several International awards came to our region for such things as: Outstanding Regional President, Chapter President for some chapters up north, and various others. 

The Texas region has challenged our region to a fundraising contest.  Any funds raised would be on behalf of the Hites Foundation for scholarships to higher education.  This is part of a $350,000.00 goal set up by PTK International: they hope to raise this amount in one year with the help of chapters all around the globe.  If the goal is met, the Hites Fnd. will match the amount at a two-to-one ratio (fancy for someone who doesn’t like math) – in other words, they will kick in another $650,000.00 for a final total of $1,000,000.00.

Back to Texas – they have raised $1,981.00 so far.  For our region to match, each chapter would have to raise $38-$80 (depending on circumstances).

Alicia also gave the thumbs up to the attendance at our Region’s Spring Conference that was held in Vancouver, WA on March 7th to 9th.  At this conference, Lindsey presented our bid to host the 2008 Summer Conference.  It was accepted and will be held at Centralia College on August 8th to 10th, 2008.  All returning members are needed to help put this event on.  The newly elected officers for 2008-09 will be the official hosts, but some of us alums will be around to assist where we can.  At least 20 people are needed to work the entire weekend.
Kayla, Chapter President from LCC, wants to hold leadership training and would appreciate any help we could provide.
New Business:
Spring Fest will be coming up on April 28th – 30th.  It will take place out on Aadland Promenade with vendors, food, entertainment, fun and games.  We may be able to set up a table for those days to help in chapter fund raising (can we say duck/smencil/sucker sales).
