New Business:

Announcement was made to prospective officer candidates for the 2008/09 year, that nomination essays needed to be submitted by May 8th to Dr. Peterson.  A special meeting was
set for May 9th to have prospective candidates present their intentions to apply.


Nominations for the 2008 Outstanding Faculty Awards were entertained and discussed.  Faculty names presented were:
