Approval of last meeting’s minutes: Motion made by Lori, 2nd by Alexis – motion carried

Guest Speaker, Tanya Ulsted (Advisor) from UW-Tacoma on campus Global Honor’s Program:  Ms. Ulsted brought brochures for each person to take (with extras to share) explaining the program and general requirements.  She also explained the benefits of entering the program along side a regular curriculum: résumé prestige (helpful for a future career), having a niche on campus, fellowship with other students with like-minded ideas, foreign studies, and a chance to step outside of personal comfort zones (stretching one’s identity).  Some of the class credits for the extra courses may also work with regularly scheduled classes in a major (killing two birds with one stone).  The focus of the program is global recognition; who are we in the international community. 

Advisor/Officer Reports: 
Janet–President:  attended Rocky Mtn./Cascade Regional Fall Conference in Oregon City the last weekend of October.  All three days were busy with  speakers, meetings, and a field trip to Tigard.  Friday night there was a discussion about the homeless situation in Oregon; many (as much as 25%) of the homeless are displaced families suffering from the mortgage crisis.  The region is trying to assist through coat drives.  Saturday’s three speakers touched on: 1) A type of small business loan opportunity to help get suffering peoples back on their feet, modeled on the SBA, to get businesses off the ground so they can sustain themselves today and into the future. 2) Teamwork - to show how “what I cannot do alone, we can do together”. 3) Thinking outside the box for success.
Sunday had a presentation by Medical Teams International; this organization is a humanitarian group that assists the needs of underprivileged kids in the U.S. as well as around the world.  They have a standing exhibit that shows conditions around the globe (Janet says that it is a real wake up call and extreme tearjerker).  There may be a service project in that we could help the organization with personal/educational care packages to be sent to (especially in Africa) kids who have less than nothing: each kit costs as little as $5.00.  Perhaps a planned field trip (inviting other campus groups?) to see the exhibit is in order?

Lindsey–Vice President: She is still working on selling Smencils and collecting pop tabs in between her other campus functions.
Alicia –Communications Officer: She is still nabbing pop tabs and trying to put our newsletter together (any contributions?).

Polly–Recording Secretary: She is out hawking fundraising stuff (sold 6 or 7 Smencils at the beginning of one class).  Also presented for chapter review/approval, was a sample poster to hang around campus advertising Smencils for sale.  Janet will take the “poster” and print some up; Lori offered her services to punch up some graphics to make the ads stand out.

Lee–Financial Officer: Absent.  Janet reported that the costs for Fall Conference in Omak have hit the account.

Dr. Peterson – Regional Coordinator/Advisor: Dr. P is doing her part too – she has sent many orders to Janet for Smencils.  We now have no chocolate scent but…who cares if the money’s coming in!
Old Business: 
Kiva Service Project Committee report:  The committee was unable to meet as Alicia needs to have email addresses for the designated members, in order to set up a meeting time and place.

2008 Summer Conference Committee report: The committee was unable to meet do to conflicting schedules; Janet asked that the committee members meet briefly after the regular meeting today to get started.
Pop Tabs: Janet reported that more and more tabs are showing up at Dr. Peterson’s office.  One of our members, Sheena, is a National Guard Reservist and said that she would try to enlist (bad pun) her unit’s aid in collection.  Dr. Peterson suggested that if this happens, we should present the unit with a certificate of gratitude for their assistance (signed by all of us of course).  Janet mentioned that her aunt would be willing to take any cans, or bottles, for redemption: Auntie lives in Oregon where there is a $.05 fee to be collected from all recycled material; we just have to get the stuff to her.  Thank you Auntie!!!  Also, a couple of 2 liter pop bottles are needed for storage.
Fundraisers:

International Convention: Due to arcane and messed up Pennsylvania bureaucratic requirements, we will be unable to hold the fundraising market place at the convention.

Therefore, we must step up fundraising around campus and decide if we might want to take pre-sale orders at Int’l for shipping when we get back home.  Think about it.
Spring Conference: Dates of event are March 7th-9th, 2008 @ Clark County College in Vancouver.  Their chapter president has said that there will be a marketplace there to help cover the lack at Int’l.  

Smencils: Sales are going well.  As of this report, there are approximately 250 left to sell.  The decision point at whether to buy more will be at the 2 bucket point (100 left to sell).

Ozark Delight Lollypops: Janet said that they are on order and will arrive Monday or Tuesday.  As of 11/9 (reported to secretary), the Pops are in, so lets get ‘em out there!
Good as Gold Week:  We will try to have a “booth” set up in the cafeteria on Monday the 19th to celebrate Founder’s Day.  The time frame we are shooting for will be from 10:00am – 1:00pm.  We will be serving cake (flavor to be decided by the officers) from Costco which Janet has graciously offered to decorate, handing out brochures, and doing a little (or a LOT) of fundraising on the side.  Motion made by Polly/2nd by Lori, to carry plan out.  Motion carried.
New Business: 

GNWR Fundraiser with EcoTronics: Heather presented more info on the Ecophone/EcoTronics regional fundraiser (see handouts).  There is talk of a regional competition where the winning chapter may receive monetary remuneration (secondary to bragging rights) or possible assistance with registration costs for International.  It was brought up that Rotoract is collecting ink cartridges (we need to get up some fliers!) and that SADV (Students Against Domestic Violence) is collecting working cell phones for the Human Response Network of Lewis County.  We might be able to come to an agreement with SADV in which we will give them working phones in exchange for non-working phones that we need.  Can we set up collection boxes at the library or admin office as well as Dr. P’s office?  Any collections made will be taken to Spring Conference where Clark will put all together for shipping.  Any collecting we do will ultimately come back to the region in monetary form.
For the Good of the Order (announcements/other): 
ICC (Inter Club Committee): 2 chapter members attended along with reps from the International Club, RN & LPN studies, Beyond Parallax, and the Eco Club.  Not much went on as the ICC is still hammering out ideas for the meetings and the reps there are unsure as to what they need to be doing.

Festival of Trees: decorating will be 11/17 (&18 if needed) @ the fair grounds.  Janet will get a list of volunteers to Dr. Ruby.  If we are willing to “dress up” Smencils and/or lollypops in holiday style, we might be able to sell them at the craft fair during the event; Polly will look into possibilities.
Talent show plans for Summer Conference: Alicia will check with Mr. Fisher to see if college radio station’s copyright license might extend to campus group needs.  Lori will speak with Mr. Tyrell about possible theatrical class/group assistance in the area of venue.
